CALL FOR PAPERS

The following guidelines will help you make your proposal as effective as possible and give you the best
chance of it being accepted. Each proposal should:

1. relate to one of the three conference strands above

2. keep to the stipulated maximum word count (250 words max.)

3. clearly outline its objectives

4. be likely to promote discussion and interaction amongst conference participants

Each proposal should be anonymized and will be rated by independent vetters. To ensure anonymity,
you are requested to avoid any information in your title and abstract that may lead to identifying you or
your institution as the author or origin of the proposal.
